in 3 Steps

Install video:

Once the welt is fully inserted
on all sides, smooth out edges
as needed for a perfect fit.

To remove the graphic
from the frame, locate
the fabric pull tab.
Gently pull on the tab
to remove the graphic.

Once corners are attached,
press the middle of edge 1 into
the channel. Then press middle
of edge 2 into the channel on
opposite side.

Repeat with edge 3 & 4.

Insert narrow side of silicone welt
into the channel at corner 1, with
fabric to the outside.

Repeat for opposite corner 2,
then corner 3, then corner 4.

Once the middle of sides are attached,
fully press the silicone welt into the channel,
between center and corner at location 1.
Repeat the process between center and
corner at location 2. 

Do the same for welt on opposite side,
at locations 3 & 4. Then repeat for
locations 5 & 6 and 7 & 8.

Steps:
1) Connect lower horizontals [5,6,7] between verticals [1,2,3,4].
2) Slide lower infill between verticals [2,3] then secure with horizontal [7A].
3) Slide infills between verticals [1,2], [2,3] and [3,4] then secure with upper
    horizontals [5A] and [7B], making sure Velcro is facing inward.
4) Attach vertical [8] to lower horizontal [6].
5) Connect doors to verticals [1] and [4]. See Door Connection detail.
6) Connect upper horizontal [6A] between verticals [1] and [4] and
    attach to vertical [8].
7) Connect shelf supports to Velcro on infills, then place shelf on top of supports.

The Aero Setup Instructions are created specifically for your configuration. The instructions include an
exploded view of the frame which is sequentially labeled. We encourage you to review the instructions
before attempting to assemble your exhibit.

Connections are kept very simple; no tools required. Everything assembles with push-button connectors.

Cleaning and Packing Your Display
1) Use care when cleaning aluminum extrusion or acrylic inserts. Use only non-abrasive cleaners.
2) Retain all packing material. It will make re-packing much easier and will reduce the likelihood 
    of shipping damage.
