To remove the graphic 
the frame, locate the fabric 
pull tab.

Once all corners are inserted, 
press one silicon edge into 
channel from corners and 
work toward the center.  
Make sure welt is fully inserted 
into channel.  Continue until 
all sides are done.  Smooth 
out edges of graphic.

5) Attach horizontal [14] between verticals [12,13].
6) Connect frame assembly [5/6/7/8/9] between verticals [2,3]. See Custom Cam Lock detail.
7) Attach frame assembly [10/11/12/13/14] between verticals [3,4]. See Custom Cam Lock detail.
8) Apply SEG Graphics to frames [5/6/7/8/9] & [10/11/12/13/14]. Refer to the SEG Installation
    general information page.
